PINFOLD PRIMARY School is one of only 16
schools in the country to win an Every Child a
Reader School of the Year award for the way
it teaches children to read. 

The awards are the first to be made
by the Every Child a Chance Trust
charity in London which is backed by
the Government. 

The school won its award for the
effective work by teaching assistants
to support children’s literacy
achievements, supported by the
school’s expert Reading Recovery
teacher. The Reading Recovery
programme gives one-to-one tuition to

children aged six with the greatest
reading difficulties for between 12 and
20 weeks. 

The Reading Recovery programme at
Pinfold is led by Dee Shenton, who was trained
as a Reading Recovery teacher thanks to a grant
from the Hattersley Neighbourhood Partnership.

Dee, who works closely with Headteacher
Steve Clark and Inclusion Co-ordinator, Anne
Knowles, delivers a quality programme utilising
teaching assistants. Another of her big successes
is a Reading Buddies scheme, where older
children read regularly with younger children. 

Teaching Assistant Lisa Packer explained: “I
cannot believe the difference we are making with
these children, their motivation is high and they
smile as I collect them from class.”

A second Reading Recovery teacher, Anne
Marie Kinder, was trained with Every Child a
Reader funding in 2007. Steve Clark said: “I am
thrilled that we have won this award. The impact
of having a Reading Recovery teacher with drive
and enthusiasm in school has been tremendous.”

Did you know that your television

will not work with just a digital aerial?
You will need to buy a freeview digital
box (digibox), which cost
approximately £20 from Argos unless
your television has inbuilt freeview.

Once you've
purchased your
digibox it’s very
easy to install just
connect the digibox to your television
via a scart lead, which you can
usually buy from the same place
you've bought your digibox from
(Remember TVs with freeview built -
in will not need an external digibox)
Once you have connected your
digibox it will automatically tune itself
in to your television set. Automatic
tuning will take approximately three
minutes.
